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This guide has been created in response to the very high number of young people who had not seen the Child Sexual Exploitation awareness raising materials produced for schools. In the Young People attitudes survey February 2017, 85% of students surveyed had not seen the CSE awareness posters or postcards.

This guide can be used for all awareness raising material that are available for schools.

Where is the right place?
 Step 1
Ask students to identify the spaces they regularly use throughout the school day. Is this an action that could be led by student leaders for example Student Council, Peer Mentors, Bullying Ambassadors or Youth Health Champions?
Step 2
Create a list of locations to make it easy to add or remove posters.
Step 3
How often are the posters checked to make sure they are not damaged, out of date or need replacing? This can be added to the list of locations.
